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Secret to a Successful Hunt ~%

Safety. The arc of safety is a
good rule of thumb when
hunting in numbers or in suit
with a guide. If on the left,
from 12 o’clock to 9 o’clock is
the safe arc of fire; if on the
right, from 12 to 3 is the safe
arc of fire. Sounds simple,
doesn’t it? When hunting the
heavy cover, an open shot is a
rarity. Focusing on a single
target and combining the
proper perceptions of lead,
speed and distance is a chal-
lenge. Not to mention your
feet, gun mount and torso all
working together. Hence,
hunting being a sport! So, the
safety factor can be simple but
often it's not. However, it is
the secret of a successful hunt.

Quail is a game bird that
lives and breeds in open habi-
tat. They “covey up” into a
